Some of these deeds carry a promise of
forgiveness for sins. Nevertheless, it must be
clearly understood that "Forgiveness For
Sins", means the pardon from minor
(Saghirah) sins. Major (Kabirah) sins, as per
Anadith Tayyiba only, will NOT be forgiven
by Allah Ta'ala unless one seeks an exclusive
